EXTENDED HEALTH BENEFITS

Amended September 2007

The following is a brief summary of the key parts of our coverage. For a complete listing of
coverages refer to the Benefits Booklet Drugs - Most but not all prescription drugs are covered.
There is a requirement that where a less expensive drug may work as well as a considerably more
expensive one then the less expensive one must be tried first. There is a dispensing fee cap of $8. per
prescription so you may want to shop around to avoid out of pocket expense.

Vision Care - There is a limit of $300.00 per person every 24 months for prescription eyeglasses or
contacts. Check your eligibility with Manulife before purchasing new glasses as they will have a
record of when you last used this service.

Eye exams which were recently de-listed by OHIP are now covered under our plan to a maximum of
$120.00 every 24 months.

***Please be sure there is at least 24 months between using these benefits as OTIP will pay nothing if
it is even 1 day shy of 24 months****

Hospital Room - Semi-private

Practitioner Services - This includes: physiotherapists, clinical psychologists, massage therapists,
speech pathologists, chiropractors, Osteopaths, Podiatrists, Chiropodists, Naturopaths and Dietitians
doing Nutritional Counselling. There is a limit of $500.00 for each type of service per person per
year. The exception is $750 for physiotherapy. You will require a doctor’s note for some things such
as massage and nutritional counselling.

These services are covered 100% to the max. with the exception of Chiropractic which is covered at
the rate of 75% to the $500.00 max.

Hearing Aids - $400.00 every 60 months

Orthotics - Orthotic inserts require a prescription signed by a doctor, podiatrist or chiropodist and
are limited to one pair every 24 months.

Stock item Orthopaedic Shoes and Custom Moulded Orthopaedic Shoes are both limited to 2 pair
per year and require pre-approval so check with Manulife before purchase. Pre-approval forms
must be completed by your doctor, chiropodist or podiatrist and are available through a link from
this website. You may also contact OTIP directly at www.otipservices.com or 1-866- There is a
$50.00 deductible for each pair of shoes and a maximum re-imbursement of $150.00 per pair for
Stock Item Orthopaedic Shoes and reasonable and customary costs for Custom Moulded
Orthopaedic Boots and Shoes.
